The 1992 parks funding measure passed by LA County voters will
expire soon and the County and cities still have unmet needs for parks,

recreational facilities and open space-especially in underserved areas.

During the past two decades, while state and federal funding for parks and recreation
was decreasing, LA County was able to complete almost 2,000 parks and open space
projects, including:
